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• For the second-consecutive year, the NAIA Wrestling National 
Championships will be held at the Kansas Expocentre in Topeka, Kan. In 
the 58-year history, the event has traveled to 19 states and 35 different 
host sites. 
• The field consists of 211 individuals from 44 teams, including 40 
returning 2014 All-Americans.
• Six defending national champions – Ryak Finch (125) of Grand View 
(Iowa), Bryce Shoemaker (133) of Baker (Kan.), Brandon Wright (141) 
of Grand View, Jake Williams (149) of Cumberland (Tenn.), Joe Cozart 
(157) of Lindsey Wilson (Ky.) and Brock Gutches (174) of Southern 
Oregon – headline the field of 211 qualifiers.
• Each weight class will have at least one returning All-American in action, 
with the 157-pound event showcasing seven All-Americans, including 
defending national champion Cozart and runner-up Dallas Houchins of 
Grand View.
• Gutches is looking to become one of the most successful wrestlers in NAIA history. The 174 pounder is a three-
time national champion and with a title this season will earn four championships, which has only been done six 
times previously. The most recent individual to win four-straight was Turk Lords of Montana State-Northern (1998 
– 2001).
• Grand View enters the championship searching for a fourth-straight national title. If the Vikings claim the banner, 
they will join former member Central State (Okla.) (1984 – 1987) to win four in-a-row. Grand View won the Central 
Qualifier for the fifth-consecutive season with 218 points – 93 points more than second-place Missouri Valley. The 
Vikings bring one of the largest teams to Topeka with 12 individuals, including three ranked atop their respective 
weight class in the final regular season edition of the NAIA Wrestling Coaches’ Top 20 Poll – Finch, Wright and 
Dallas Houchins (157).
• In addition to Grand View, four other programs had double-digit individuals qualify – Concordia (Neb.) (10), 
Great Falls (Mont.) (12), Lindsey Wilson (Ky.) (10) and Southern Oregon (11).
• There have been 19 programs to previously take home the team title. Former NAIA members Adams State 
(Colo.) and Central State (Okla.) each took home eight, the most in 58 years. Of the current NAIA programs, 
Montana State-Northern leads the way with six national championships, with the last coming in 2004.
• In the event’s 58-year history, 110 institutions have had an individual finish atop the podium. Former NAIA 
member Simon Fraser (B.C.) boasts the most individual champions with 40, while Southern Oregon is second 
with 33, followed by Montana State-Northern with 30.
• Twenty-three of the 44 teams in the 2015 national championships have never had an individual earn an 
individual championship.
• In 2014, Grand View tied Dana (Neb.) for the most points scored at the national championship with 193. Dana 
previously set the record in the 2006 season.
• The largest margin of victory in the team race came last season with Grand View (Iowa) taking top honors by 
108.5 points over second-place Great Falls’ 84.5 points. Conversely, Lock Haven State (Pa.) edged Bloomsburg 
State (Pa.) by one point in 1963, 61-60, for the closest team finish. Southern Oregon and Western Montana 
shared the team title with 94.5 points in 1994. It is the only time the championship has been shared.
• Automatic individual qualification for the 2015 NAIA Wrestling National Championships was achieved by a top 
four finish at one of the Qualifying Group Tournaments. At-large selections were determined by the total number 
of participants entered into all qualifying groups. A percentage of the total participants per qualifying group was 
established by dividing the number of entries per grouping by the overall total to ensure that the 50 at-large 
places were allocated appropriately across the four groups. At the conclusion of the national qualifiers, there was 
a selection committee meeting to determine the at-large bids for each group.
• The NAIA’s National Administrative Council Executive Committee voted to expand the field by one individual, for 
one-year, following an appeal from the NAIA-Wrestling Coaches Association.

Grand View Wins Third-Straight National Championship
Vikings tie an NAIA record with 193 total team points

TOPEKA, Kan. – Grand View (Iowa) cruised to its third-straight team championship after tying an NAIA record 
with 193 total team points – an NAIA record 108.5 points more than the next team – in the 2014 NAIA Wrestling 
National Champions at the Kansas Expocentre. Great Falls (Mont.) finished in second place with 84.5 points, 
edging third-place Montana State-Northern by one point.

Grand View, which is the eight team in NAIA history to win at least three national titles, is the fourth program to win 
three-straight since Lindenwood (Mo.) claimed three-consecutive banners in 2007, 2008 and 2009. Additionally, 
the Vikings team total tied former member Dana’s (Neb.) 2006 point total, which previously stood as the national 
record.

Grand View ended the event with four individual national champions, highlighted by three-time All-American 
Eric Thompson. The senior 285 pounder controlled the entire match against first-time All-American Courtney 
Freeman of Cumberlands (Ky.), eventually grinding out a 17-2 technical fall win. With the victory, Thompson 
becomes the first three-time national champion at the heavyweight division since Jeff Thue of Simon Fraser (B.C.) 
accomplished the feat in 1991, 1992 and 1993.

Thompson ends his career with a 14-0 all-time record at the national championships.

In addition to Thompson, Ryak Finch (125), Brandon Wright (141) and Chad Lowman (165) claimed national 
crowns, while Gustavo Martinez (141) and Dallas Houchins (157) finished runner-up after dropping a 2-1 and 5-3 
decisions. Overall, Grand View had 11 of its 12 qualifiers earn All-America honors.

Lowman, who was the fifth Viking to take the mat, won his second-straight national champion with a 7-5 victory 
over three-time All-American Ethan Hinebauch of Montana State-Northern. The 165-pound senior won his first 
national title last season at 157 pounds.

Southern Oregon’s Brock Gutches, who won his third-straight title at 174 pounds with a 3-2 win over Jared Miller 
of Montana-State Northern, was named the Most Outstanding Wrestler for the 57th annual event. Similarly to 
Thompson, Gutches has never lost in three appearances at the national championships en route to becoming the 
first three-time national champion in NAIA history at 174 pounds.
Lindsey Wilson (Ky.) was the only other program with multiple national champions, including Jameel Bryant at 
184 pounds. Bryant, who is the fourth national champion in team history, won his second-straight banner with a 
6-5 win over Cody Linton of Cumberland (Tenn.), while teammate Joe Cozart avenged his championship final loss 
last season with a 5-3 win against Dallas Houchins of Grand View.

Bryant is the first 184 pounder to win two-straight national championships since Jeremy Engelhardt of Mary (N.D.) 
in 1999, 2000 and 2001.

Six individuals earned their first national title – Finch, Bryce Shoemaker (133) of Baker (Kan.), Wright, Jake 
Williams (149) of Cumberland (Tenn.), Cozart and Jesse Hellinger of Dickinson State (N.D.).

Shoemaker is the first-ever national champion for Baker. The freshman grappler won a 3-0 decision against Justin 
Brooks of Indiana Tech, who was also wrestling in his first title match.

Grand View Wins Second-Straight National Championship
Vikings become the 13th team with multiple national team championships

DES MOINES, Iowa – With the score tied heading into the final bout, Grand View’s (Iowa) Eric Thompson’s first-
period fall at 285 pounds scored the decisive points as Grand View won its second-straight title at the 2013 NAIA 
Wrestling National Championships on Saturday at the Jacobson Exhibition Center. The Vikings tallied 159 points 
to edge second-place Southern Oregon (153). Montana State-Northern came in third with 104.0 points, while 
Dickinson State (N.D.) took fourth-place with 84.5 points and Lindsey Wilson (Ky.) finished fifth with 78.5 points.

“I’m feeling good right now,” said Grand View head coach Nick Mitchell. “It was really nerve wracking. This 
tournament was so back-and-forth. The crazy thing was, it didn’t matter how much we won by, Southern Oregon 
still stuck around. We had eight guys in the semis and you’d think that would be enough to start pulling away and 
we never pulled away; they were right there. Coach Mike Ritchey, he had a great team.”

“I was so impressed with our crowd tonight,” said Mitchell. “Every win we had in the finals, you’d look up and see 
them going crazy. You get choked up looking up there because they are so supportive. It was awesome.”

Deadlocked at 159 points with just the heavyweight championship match remaining, the see-saw battle between 
Grand View and Southern Oregon was to be decided by Thompson and Brandon Gebhardt of Baker (Kan.). A win 
by Thompson would give Grand View the outright team title, but a win by Gebhardt would result in the Vikings and 
Raiders sharing the trophy, something that had only occurred once in the event’s 56-year history.

Thompson wasted no time with his offensive attack, taking the Wildcat down at the 2:23 mark in the first period. 
A quick escape by Gebhardt put the match at 2-1. Thompson whipped Gebhardt over to his back and pinned him 
with a minute left in the opening period to give Grand View its second-consecutive national title.

Thompson’s victory is his second-straight title at 285 with both victories coming against Gebhardt. Thompson 
is the eighth champion in Grand View history and only the second heavyweight to win back-to-back titles in the 
285-pound era.

In addition to Thompson, Gustavo Martinez (141), Chad Lowman (157) and Jimmie Schuessler (165) claimed 
national crowns, while Isaiah Tatum finished runner-up after dropping a 3-2 decision to Southern Oregon’s two-
time All-American Jimmy Eggemeyer at 149 pounds. In total, Grand View had eight individuals earn All-America 
honors.

Martinez, the first of five Vikings to battle for a title, pulled Grand View even with Southern Oregon at 145-145 
with a 5-2 decision over Great Falls’ (Mont.) Myles Mazurkiewicz at 141 pounds. Escapes early in the second 
and third periods by both wrestlers evened the bout at 1-1. With 24 seconds remaining, Martinez stuck and took 
Mazurkiewicz down for a 3-1 advantage. Mazurkiewicz was able to escape from Martinez’s hold seconds later 
to make it 3-2. Martinez was not done though. He secured his first title with eight seconds remaining by taking 
Mazurkiewicz down again.

Three matches later, Schuessler had to rally late in the third period in order to get a 4-3 decision over Eric 
Lopez of Menlo (Calif.) for the 165-pound championship. After three minutes of scoreless action, Lopez started 
the second stanza from the down position and escaped to take a 1-0 advantage. He added to his lead with a 
takedown only to have Schuessler respond with an escape. Facing a 3-1 deficit to start the final two minutes, 
Schuessler escaped and took to the offensive. The winning takedown came with short time and Schuessler rode 
Lopez out the remaining 22 seconds en route to his first national crown.

Southern Oregon’s senior 125-pounder Mitchell Lofstedt closed out his illustrious career in typical fashion with a 
first-period stick (2:31) of Dickinson State’s Bryden Lazaro. With the victory, Lofstedt became the 19th three-time 
NAIA champion and the first wrestler to win three titles at 125 pounds. The senior tied for the tournament-high 
with five falls, all of which came in the first period.

“This one (national championship) feels great,” said Lofstedt. “My team has been awesome. The best part is being 
a member of a great team. We’ve hit some bumpy times and it has been a grind, but I’ve loved every minute of it.”

The Raiders finished the championships with an event-best nine All-Americans, including four national champions 
in Lofstedt, Prescott Garner (133), Eggemeyer and Brock Gutches (174 pounds). Gutches, who is just the second 
wrestler to win back-to-back titles at 174 pounds, now owns two titles in two seasons. Additionally, his victory 
gave Southern Oregon 32 all-time national champions, which moves the Raiders into second-place on the NAIA’s 
all-time individual championships list.

Three individuals earned their first national title and their first All-American honor in the finals: Garner, Jameel 
Bryant of Lindsey Wilson and John Sievert of Morningside (Iowa).

Grand View Captures First-Ever Championship
Lofstedt pins his way to a second title, named Most Outstanding Wrestler

DES MOINES, Iowa – Grand View (Iowa) crowned a pair of individual titlists and captured its first-ever NAIA 
Wrestling National Championship Saturday in the Jacobson Exhibition Center. Omi Acosta won his first 133-pound 
championship and heavyweight Eric Thompson pinned his way to victory in just 1:57 as the Vikings racked up 
172 total points.

“This is crazy,” Grand View head wrestling coach Nick Mitchell said. “It hasn’t set in yet. There’s so much build up 
heading into this and there’s so much focus on getting ready. I never celebrate the wins and with this, I am going 
to try to celebrate, really let it soak in.”

Two other Vikings took runner-up honors in addition to five All-Americans en route to the team title in only its fourth 
year of competition. Mitchell was bestowed with NAIA Coach of the Year honors. 

“It’s gratifying,” Mitchell said. “To get this far takes a lot of commitment and time away from family. It feels like it 
has paid off and all was worth it, but it’s important that this is also beyond me; it’s the whole coaching staff and 
the administration. Once they hired [assistant coach] Paul Reedy full time, he changed the whole program. This 
would not have happened without him.”

Southern Oregon finished in second place with 141 points, with three Raiders emerging as national titlists, 
including Mitchell Lofstedt with his second at 125 pounds. He needed just 1:06 to stick Kory Kistner of Morningside 
(Iowa) for his 10th fall of an 11-match win streak to cap off his junior campaign. Lofstedt was a two-time finalist, 
winning it all in 2010, before taking last season off and won it all again in his return.

“It feels good to win two championships,” Loftstedt said. “I wanted to go out and dominate. Since I took last year 
off, I’ve come back really passionate and had the initiative to work two times harder. Back then I was wrestling for 
something else. Now I am wrestling all for myself and that’s what I am passionate about and what inspires me.”

Lofstedt’s accomplishment, along with his four wins by fall in 7:37 while in Des Moines, earned him NAIA Most 
Outstanding Wrestler honors with the Gorriaran Award and the Most Falls in the Least Time award. 

Joining Lofstedt as a two-time champion was Great Falls’ (Mont.) 141-pounder Anthony Varnell. The Argonaut 
senior went out in dramatic fashion with a sudden victory takedown to defeat Chris Teague of Campbellsville (Ky.), 
10-8. Varnell held a 5-1 lead after the first period thanks to a takedown and a three-point nearfall, only to have 
Teague battle back in the second stanza. A takedown and a pair of escapes sent the bout into sudden victory. A 
quick strike takedown in sudden victory by Varnell secured the win.

“It feels great to win again,” Varnell said. “It is definitely harder to repeat. You have to work harder and make 
sure you compete each week because there’s so much pressure. This one has a different meaning to me. I 
was confident that I could repeat, but it was a struggle to wrestle my own teammate [Myles Mazurkiewicz in the 
quarterfinals]. I feel great and I am proud that I could make my family happy.”

Charlie Pingleton defeated Nik Turner of Oklahoma City, 3-2, with a takedown in the third period to become 
Lindsey Wilson’s (Ky.) first national champion. 

“It feels so great to be Lindsey Wilson’s first national champion,” Pingleton said. “It took a lot of time and a lot of 
hard work. There were so many emotions; I was so happy and ecstatic. Coach [Corey Ruff] told me that he was 
so proud of me for living the right way. I wanted to win a national championship and I knew that Lindsey Wilson 
was the place for me to do that.”

Pingleton was one of three finalists for the Blue Raiders en route to a fourth-place finish in the team standings 
with 96.5 points. The trio of championship contenders were the first for head coach Corey Ruff in the program’s 
three-year history.

“I am so proud because we have come such a long way,” Ruff said. “I am so happy with what we have done 
because we are following through with the vision and are seeing ourselves that way. Having a national champion 
is the greatest thing ever. I have had a lot of success as an assistant coach, but as a head coach, I am so proud 
and know that we can do so much more. We’ve shown that you can come to Kentucky and be a great wrestler. 
We’ve set the bar high and created a lot of motivation for the future.”

Midland (Neb.) also crowned its first its champ in Jahsua Marsh at 197 pounds. William Penn (Iowa) also sent Eric 
Burgey to the top of the 149 pound podium.

Rounding out the top-five teams were Campbellsville (Ky.) in third place with 121.5 points and Oklahoma City with 
94 points. The Stars also crowned a national champion at 165 pounds in Kevin Hardy.

Notre Dame Repeats as NAIA Wrestling National Champions
CEDAR RAPIDS, Iowa – Notre Dame (Ohio) successfully defended its title by winning the 2011 NAIA Wrestling 
National Championship Saturday in the U.S. Cellular Center. The Falcons finished with 170 points and crowned 
two individual champions in Dante Rini at 125 pounds and heavyweight Orlando Scales. Lindenwood (Mo.) 
finished second with 141 points and McKendree (Ill.) took third with 138.5 points. Placing fourth was Great Falls 
(Mont.) with 108.5 points and Grand View (Iowa) rounded out the top-five teams with 106 points. 

“Coming into the tournament after winning last year, we wanted to repeat,” Notre Dame head wrestling coach 
Frank Romano said. “I thought we wrestled really well and we had a tremendous day today, other than this 
evening. In the morning session we won every bout, going 7-for-7, and last night we had a tremendous round, 
which is the reason that we won. Putting five men into the finals; that sealed it for us.”

The Falcons became the ninth team to win back-to-back national titles and marked the 16th time that a team has 
won consecutive championships in the event’s 54-year history.

“Both [national championships] are special, very special, but maybe the first one is a little bit more special,” 
Romano said. “I hoped that we would wrestle well here and we did. I knew that we were ready and we were 
prepared. The guys were fresh and those are key factors.”

Rini faced a 2-1 deficit heading into the second period against Campbellsville’s (Ky.) Johnny Papesh, but used 
a three-point nearfall in the second period and an escape in the third to tally a 5-3 decision to take first place at 
125 pounds. 

“I thought Dante Rini [stood out for us], even though he didn’t wrestle a whole lot of matches this year, he really 
came on in the last month of the season,” Romano said. “He was able to defeat [Johnny] Papesh in the group 
tournament and tonight. Papesh is a great wrestler, and Dante was able to get by him in both matches.”

Of the seven previous national champions that arrived in Cedar Rapids, two were able to finish on top of the 
podium. After winning a national title at 149 pounds in 2009, Grand View’s Matt Burns earned his second 
championship by posting a 5-3 decision over Ashtin Primus of Notre Dame. The senior scored a first-period 
takedown for the early lead and added another in the second for a 4-0 advantage heading into the final period. 
Primus got a takedown in the third, but it was not enough, as Burns secured riding time and the victory. Burns’ 
career comes to an end as a two-time All-American and a two-time national champion.

McKendree’s Andrew Sanchez capped off his career by winning his second national title, edging defending 
national champ Derek Foore of Notre Dame with a 2-1 decision. After a scoreless first period, Sanchez got on 
the board in with an escape in the second for a 1-0 lead. He was able to maintain control of Foore throughout 
the third period to accumulate 1:26 worth of riding time, which proved to be the deciding factor. The four-time All-
American caps off his stellar Bearcat career with a 144-23 record, including a 38-1 mark in his final season. For 
his performance in his final season on the mat, Sanchez was named NWCA/NAIA National Wrestler of the Year. 

Five finalists, including a trio newly crowned national champions, earned their third All-America accolade. Three-
time honorees that captured top-honors were 133-pounder Wade Lowe of McKendree, Lindenwood’s Chris 
Chionuma at 174 pounds and 184-pounder Evan Hinebauch of Montana State-Northern. Also earning their third 
All-America accolade were runners-up Thomas Straughn of Notre Dame and Michael French of Great Falls at 
157 and 184 pounds, respectively. 

Corey Bleaken of Cumberland (Tenn.) was named the NAIA Most Outstanding Wrestler with the Gorriaran Award 
after winning the 157-pound title in the first tiebreaker, 4-3, over reigning national champ Straughn. The senior is 
the first Bulldog wrestler to earn the award. Southern Oregon 157-pounder Tommie Norton/Hooper was named 
the event’s Most Falls in the Least Time award winner, sticking three opponents in a total of 1:52. 

McKendree head coach James Kisgen was named NAIA National Coach of the Year. It is the second time Kisgen 
has been tabbed with the honor, with the first coming in 2008.

Notre Dame Wins First NAIA Wrestling National Championship
OKLAHOMA CITY, Okla. – Notre Dame (Ohio) closed out its dominating run through the 53rd Annual NAIA 
Wrestling National Championships by winning the program’s first-ever team title with 179.5 points on Saturday at 
Abe Lemons Arena on the campus of Oklahoma City University. Southern Oregon took runner-up honors for the 
second straight year with 120 points, followed by Great Falls (Mont.) in third at 118.5 points, Missouri Valley in 
fourth with 110.5 points and McKendree (Ill.) rounded out the top five with 109 points. 

“We had a great year,” Notre Dame head coach Frank Romano said. “This program was started only 3 ½ years 
ago and to ascend to the top of the NAIA in such a short amount of time…I find it so amazing. I didn’t think it 
would happen this fast. We have a great coaching staff and have been building since we won the NWCA/Cliff 
Keen National Duals in January.”

The Falcons, who previously had two national champions, sent four wrestlers into the finals and emerged with 
three titlists to run the program’s total to five. Notre Dame finished the event with 10 All-Americans and Romano 
was named NAIA Wrestling National Coach of the Year for his team’s accomplishments. 

“When you enter the National Championships, you never know what is going to happen,” Romano said. “Our guys 
are in great shape and we wrestled really well. I thought we were competitive in all our matches and we wrestled 
really well on our feet. That’s what wins matches, performing on your feet, and our guys worked hard and did that. 
I’ve been in wrestling for 50 years and to come out of retirement to start this program and now win a national title, 
it’s really special. It is something that is rare and unique in collegiate athletics.”

Campbellsville’s (Ky.) Tommy Pretty put on an offensive show en route to a 14-3 major decision over Myles 
Mazurkiewicz of Great Falls (Mont.) to take the 133-pound title. Pretty, who is just the second national champion 
for Campbellsville, opened up with a 9-3 lead in the first period scoring a two and a three-point nearfall. 

The matchup between Southern Oregon’s Barry Johnson and Kyle Wirkuty at 141 pounds marked only the ninth 
time in the event’s 53-year history that wrestlers from the same school have gone head-to-head for an individual 
championship. Familiarity set up a tight match, with regulation ending in a 4-4 tie. Wrestling on the edge of the mat 
in sudden victory, Johnson took down Wirkuty to clinch a 6-4 decision and the championship. 

Senior Aaron Winning capped off his McKendree career by capturing his second consecutive 165-pound crown 
and did so in dominating fashion with a 9-0 major decision of Lindenwood’s (Mo.) Chris Chionuma. The three-time 
All-American opened with a takedown and three-point nearfall in the first period and tacked on another takedown 
in the third period. Winning is the only wrestler in the Bearcat program’s history to win a pair of national titles. 

Grand View’s (Iowa) Glenn Rhees used a single-leg takedown on the edge of the mat to take a 3-1 decision in 
sudden victory at 174 pounds. Neither wrestler was able to generate any offensive scoring during regulation, but 
each tallied an escape at the beginning of the second and third periods, respectively, to deadlock the match at 
1-1 and force an additional 60 seconds of action. Rhees is the second national champion in Vikings’ two-year 
program history. 

Sudden victory was again needed in the night’s final match, but returning national champ Arjan Bhullar of Simon 
Fraser (B.C.)’s countermove of Notre Dame’s Orlando Scales lifted the senior to his second straight title via a 3-1 
decision. After a scoreless first period, Scales escaped from Bhullar, and Bhullar evened the score in the third 
period 1-1 with an escape of his own. Wrestling towards the edge of the mat, Scales took a shot on Bhullar, which 
he countered on with a single leg and converted to a double for the two points. With the win, Bhullar gave the Clan 
their 40th individual championship, which is tops in the NAIA. 

For his efforts, Bhullar was named Most Outstanding Wrestler. Southern Oregon’s Mitchell Lofstedt, who took 
top-honors at 125 pounds was named NWCA/NAIA National Wrestler of the Year. 

Notre Dame’s Ashtin Primus recorded the most pins in the least amount of time during the course of the 
championship, sticking five opponents in 4:57. His quickest fall came in 37 seconds. 

Morningside (Iowa) received the Buffalo Funds “5-Star” Champion of Character Team Award.
